Ladies and Gentlemen,

As the Chairperson of the Organizing Committee for this event, as well as the
chairman of the Japan Sports Law Association, I would like to sincerely welcome all of
you gathered today’s Conference.

Following the foundation of the Asian Sports Law Association, ASLA, in 2005,
the ASLA conference has been held every other year, marking the sixth conference this
year in Tokyo. After the foundation of ASLA, the 2008 Summer Olympics were held in
Beijing, and three more Olympic Games in Asia are scheduled in the next seven years;
the 2018 Winter Olympics in PyeongChang, the 2020 Summer Olympics in Tokyo and
the 2022 Winter Olympics in Beijing. This means that sports have been becoming more
and more popular in Asian countries with good reputation in the sports world.

In Japan, the Basic Act on Sport was enacted in 2011. The act stipulates that
sports is a culture shared in human beings and living a happy and bountiful life
through sports is the right of all citizens. Therefore, it shall be ensured that all citizens
have an opportunity to enjoy and become familiar with sports and participate in the
activities supporting sports on a daily basis under a safe and fair environment,
according to their individual interests and aptitude and on their own initiative”.

and spread of sports in Asia.
T10C proclaimed "Olympic Agenda 20207, with aims to reduce the cost of bidding and
hosting the Olympic and Paralympics Games, to introduce sustainability in all aspects
of the Olympic Games, to foster gender equality, to protect fair athletes, to further
blend sports and culture, and to comply with basic principles of good governance.

During the time that the authentic vision of the Olympic and Paralympic
Games are being re-examined in the world, now is an opportune time to discuss

As you know, Asian Sports Law Association was founded in 2005 in Seoul,
with the goal of making comparative study among the present conditions and tasks of
each Asian sports law.
